	Scientific rationale
Both theoretical and practical work requires tools - in one case - for collecting, processing, analyzing, interpreting data, in another case - for constructive development of the process of dialogue, its progress towards the goal set by the client himself, the desired result.

C) to discover new associative links and, in connection with this, new resource states.

Text (12 pt, Normal) - aligns to the width.
