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I. DESCRIPTION OF THE STUDY DIRECTION 

1. The strategy of development strategy of the study direction, common goals and their relationship to the overall strategy of the higher school.
The development strategy of educational activities in IHSPP is to:
1. Strengthen the link between the study process and the professional services market (potential customers, the graduates of the university, employers, ...).
2. Use new technologies, innovative methods and forms of work in education, new computer software for training, electronic databases, virtual seminars and conferences ...).
3. Strengthen cooperation between all subjects of the educational activity (students, teachers, administrators, members of professional associations, workers of different structures of governance and education ...).

2. The strategy and purpose of studies are developed in accordance with the Development Strategy of IHSPP for 2011-2020, approved in the Senate on 27.04.2011 (Minutes № 61).
3. The strategic goal of specialist training in IHSPP is aimed at high level of knowledge, skills and competencies required for a successful career, the development of individual potential of students and their social activities.

4. The strategy of the educational process in IHSPP focuses on:
- European standards of studies;
- Challenges of the Bologna process;
- Legislation in the field of higher education in the Republic of Latvia;
- Normative documents regulating the profession.

5. In developing the strategy, goals and objectives of education and study programmes, the general tendency of the Republic of Latvia was considered:

- Necessity to intensify production 
- Necessity of human development.
- The processes of globalization.
- The need for improved psychological comfort of residents of Latvia and good orientation to the service business.
6. The strategy is based on:
    - Equal rights, responsibilities and cooperation, which is based on the dialogue between 
       students, academic staff and administration.
  -  Development of creative potential in studies and professional work.
  - Openness to new theoretical ideas and practical developments.
  -  Integration with disciplinary and interdisciplinary connections, on the one hand, and the 

       theoretical research and practical areas of work - on the other hand.
      - The internationalization of the university.

7.   The study direction ("Design") at the Bachelor’s programme include two study forms:
- full time studies  - 4 years (8 semesters), 

- part time studies - 5 years (10 semesters).
2. Assessment of prospects of the study direction and study programmes in the interests of the Republic of Latvia.
   Part of the strategic interests of Latvia is to improve the quality of training of specialists, which is also reflected in the regulations of IHSPP (Strategic Development Plan of IHSPP for 2011-2020, the decisions of the Senate, the Council of the Faculty).

   The fields of activity of IHSPP graduates are design studios, PR and Advertising agencies, publishing, businesses, media, Software development companies.
Outlook:

- Continued integration of the programmes of the university with similar programmes in Latvia and abroad.
- Strengthening innovation approaches and technologies in education.
- Expansion of the educational context in the design and development of study material.
- Development of interactive forms of learning to integrate the objective content of training, research, and practice.

3. Development plan for the study direction 
1. To involve lecturers and students in research of the real market demands, taking into account information of implementation of the definite course (in the content of the  programme, curriculum of teachers, the subject of research and project work, conferences, meetings with teachers and students).
2. To develop cooperation with other higher education establishments of Latvia and abroad, which propose similar study programmes, as well as other education and scientific research establishments, municipal enterprises and professional associations. 

    Encourage lecturers and students to use the opportunities of exchange programmes from other institutions. To develop such forward-looking forms of cooperation, as holding videoconferences on problematic issues, current directions in the development of design, advertising and art, student contests and competitions of research of students, undergraduate peer review works, etc.
To provide cooperation with professional associations through a personal contact with members of associations (teachers and graduates of IHSPP), joint seminars, study courses, to arrange joint research of prospects and market opportunities, to discuss the results of the thematic conferences.

To actively involve members of the Alumni Association of IHSPP, orient them to the joint development of professional projects.

3. To develop cooperation with alumni and invite them to meetings with students, at scientific conferences, workshops, discussions, exhibitions, to hold annual conferences of graduates to discuss issues related to employment, the experience of their professional activities, directions and prospects of the market.
Systematically supplement the data on graduates: job, continuing education, professional development forms.

4. To take part in international programmes sponsored by European Union.
5. To encourage lecturers to reflect the results of their scientific researches in scientific publications, including ones in the cited publications. To plan this work in accordance with the directions of research topics of courses, to discuss regularly the implementation of creative plans of teachers at meetings of the Senate, the Council of the faculty, faculty meetings.
6. Carry out pedagogical systematic development monitoring with the aim to create "pedagogical team".

7. Develop new teaching materials based on electronic technology, systematically enter materials of electronic databases in the study process.
8. Systematically monitor the process of use the databases EBSCO, APA, European by students in their research and practical work.
9. Introduce elements of student professional activity (student satellite structures, students off-campus work, ...) in study programmes.
10. Hold regular study sessions in the form of meetings of scientific, cultural, social, student societies and scientific labouratories.
11. Regularly review individual performance and development of the students to use the data to improve the quality of studies.
12. Develop financial, material, technical support of programmes.

13. Search for customers in the form of state and private institutions in order to conduct research work and to implement specific, relevant for the university practical tasks.

4.Correspondence of the study direction and study programmes to the requirements of the market – the results of assessment of the labour market and education according to availability of jobs for graduates, the results of  the survey of employers.
For the study of the labour market and the employability of graduates:
1. A survey of employers is conducted annually.
2. A survey of graduates is conducted annually.
3. Detailed information is collected in the form of the "road map" for specialized centers, studios, other structures (the direction of work, address, information about the leaders, the required number of staff, vacancies).
4. A database of graduates is made.
5. The project of "labour exchange students" (employment assistance for students during their study) is under construction.
6. Regular meetings of graduates (in various areas of professional activity) with the students take place.

7. Students and teachers participate in professional associations (Latvian Advertising Association, Latvian Association of designers, Ontopsychological Association) and establish business contacts with experts in different fields.
8. The subjects ("Introduction into business activities", "Marketing", "Principles of project management", “Pedagogy and psychology”), which provide orientation to the market conditions, are introduced in the bachelor's programme.
9. Advertising information about the scope and level of training of specialists in higher school and their professional performance are systematically provided in the means of the media for potential employers.
10. The Association of IHSPP Alumni has been set up

Specifying market research data, it can be stated:

- All the specialized centers, studios, businesses of Riga were examined. Students use the information for their professional identity.
- the database has information on the graduates recorded, regarding their place of work, job responsibilities, job satisfaction, forms of professional development ...
- In the project "Employment Exchange Students"  the offers of students of desirable occupations, their interests, hobbies, achievements, have been systematized, on the one hand, ... and on the other hand, the offers of potential employers  regarding vacancies in professional activities.

- For effective self-presentation for potential employers, students make the “portfolio” on the basis of their academic and professional achievements. This gives students an opportunity to prepare material specifically for the determination of the field of professional work, and it is easier for the employers to navigate the professional capabilities of the potential employee.
- Every other month students meet with alumni of the higher school, who represent different areas of professional activities (advertising, printing trades, media, business, design...).
- During professional practice students find institutions and organizations, which conditions help to model the main labour market characteristics (functional responsibilities of employees, the requirements of discipline, the needs in the creative potential of the staff, especially the interaction with the customer, payment conditions ...).
- Alumni Association helps students who have completed training, to enter the labour market easier to find vacancies and adapt to the new business environment.

       Alumni survey showed that about half of the students who have completed training in the last three years, work directly in the specialty. However, given the fact that the labour market is a place of combination of positions, different types of performances and activities, about 1.3 of Alumni are included in design and advertising operations. About a quarter of students are not included in the direct professional activities in connection with the birth and upbringing of the child or children.

     Most employers commended the professional skills, knowledge and competence of graduates of IHSPP, appreciate their academic training, creative thinking, ability and desire to delve into the problem, professional judgment and ability to achieve positive results.

5. Evaluation of the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and risks of the study direction
At the end of the term the Senate examines the implementation of study programmes,   evaluates the development and analysis of the quality and effectiveness of the educational process as a whole, which is reflected in the annual written report.

6. Description of the internal system of quality assurance in the study direction.
   There are the following guiding documents on the quality insurance:

1. The law of higher education. Point 15 of the amendments to the law “The system of assurance of internal quality of the higher institution”

2. Standards and guidelines for quality insurance in the area of European higher education

3. European qualification framework

4. The goals set by the Bologna process

5. At the meeting of the Senate of March 29, 2006 approved the Regulation on the monitoring of the quality of the process of training in IHSPP was approved.

6. Regulation on the lecturers’ work quality verification (approved at the meeting of the Senate in 2008).
7. The meeting of the Senate dated September 30, 2009 approved the "Regulation on the integrative approach in the implementation of educational programmes.".

8. At the session of the Senate in 2010 the document “Student-centered pedagogical process”, was studied. It defines the order of performance of independent practice, their terms, criteria and order of evaluation. It also defined the tasks of teachers and terms of independent work in planning, feedbacks and necessary provision of individual assistance.

At the end of each semester the results of the work done are analyzed in relation to the goals and objectives set.
The unit of analysis of quality is not only the quality of one-year or semester work, and monthly evaluation of the efficiency of goals realization.
Students' work over theoretical material is recorded monthly through pedagogical tests.
Results of independent work of students are fixed monthly.
Personal characteristics of students, affecting the results of their study activities are recorded yearly. 

Monthly on the scientific methods and analyzes the effectiveness of  work of the teachers regarding study project realization is monthly analyzed at the council of science and methods and the council of teachers. Teachers have mutual visits of classes.
Three times a year (September, February and June) student conferences are held to discuss a theoretical and practical material mastered by students. Teaching material is updated and its effectiveness is assessed in teaching (educational tests, samples of the main types of academic work, illustrations, etc.).
Each study session is supported by handouts for students ("chips"). Each semester, the level of cognitive activity of students in the learning process and non-academic forms of work is analyzed (contests, quizzes, contests, etc.). Each year the results of apprenticeship of students are analyzed.
Monthly meetings are hold with the students of each course to discuss questions about the quality and intensity of studies, the amount of extracurricular load for individual subjects, ranking courses, also the comments and suggestions of students are recorded.

7. Resources of the study direction (including financial resources), technical and material base.

Organizational and technical support of the programme is provided by:

Structural subdivision:

1. Two Recourse centers - Psychological Resource Centre (66 m), Foreign Language Resource Centre (47 m) and a methodological cabinet (45 m).

2. Three computer rooms (66 m, 45 m, 45 m), there are 45 PC computers with Internet connection and 16 Apple system computers. 

3.  The library with the reading room (180 m) and rooms with internet facilities (66 m) connected with the internet and EBSCO и APA resources.

Technical facilities:

The following audio, visual and other technical equipments are used for the  implementation of the programme: 103 computers, 15 printers, 4 scanners, 35 TV-sets, 1 video-projector for demonstrating materials in a big lecture-room, 3 LCD TV-sets, 17 video-recorders, 27 dictophones, 20 digital photo-cameras, 10 digital video-cameras, a system for binding books and brochures, 3 copying machines, 2 overhead projectors.  

There is an audio and video library. There are materials systematized in the way that they can be used in the most effective way during the study process.  

The funds of the library and Resource center:

Students have the opportunity to use the funds of Latvian National library, Riga Central library as well as the funds other libraries (for example, Scientific Library funds of the University of Latvia, the funds of the Latvian Academic Library, etc.).  

At the moment there are 15500 items at the library and the fund of the Resource centre of IHSPP. 

There are following journals about design and new information technologies in English available in electronic format: “Art, Design & Communication in Higher Education”, “Information Technology & Libraries”, “Linking Research & Practice to Improve Learning”, “Modern Applied Science”, “CoDesign”, “Design Studies”, “Journal of Engineering Design”, “International Journal of Technology & Design Education”, “Lighting Research & Technology”, “Computer – Art Design”, “Architectural Engineering & Design Management”, “Design Issues”.
Electronic resources:

· Students have the opportunity to use the electronic data base European and the electronic data base EBSCO that contain special bases for designers – Library, Information Science & Technology Abstracts, ERIC, eBook Collection (EBSCO host), Academic Search Premier.

· It is possible to use the electronic database EBSCO at home.

·  The building is equipped with a system of Wi-Fi, which allows students to use laptop computers.

      Cost of a study direction and study programme is provided by funds, which come in the form of tuition fees. It is 720 Ls per year for students of part time study and 1100 Ls per year for full-time students per person.

8. The possibility of cooperation in Latvia and abroad within the study direction.

In accordance with the strategic objective of  IHSPP and the development plan of the study direction

it is proposed:

· Visiting teachers from other universities in Riga to review and participate in the examination boards and defense of bachelor's works.

· Participation of IHSPP teachers in examination boards of other universities.

· It is planned to invite guest lecturers from Holland, Italy, England, Germany, France and Russia.

· It is planned to expand student exchange with the Moscow City Psychological and Pedagogical University, the University of Veliko Tirnovo (Bulgaria).

· It is discussed to participate in joint international research projects "Erasmus" and "Tempus".

· It is planned and realized to hold videoconferences and webinaries with the National Pedagogical University (Kyiv, Ukraine), Kazan Federal University, the University of Veliko Tirnovo (Bulgaria).

9. Consideration of study programmes, the amount of credit points, types of training, a received degree, professional qualification. Conformity of educational programme to the strategy of the Republic of Latvia and the university.

The duration of study programme and types of study programme.

· The bachelor's study programme is implemented in the form of full-time studies for four years (eight semesters) and in the form of part-time studies - for five years (ten semesters).

Accounting unit of studies.

     Accounting unit of studies is a credit point (CP), which corresponds to a student’s work load of 40 academic study hours.

Volume of the study programme:

· Bachelor’s study programme - 160 credit points (240 ECTS).

In accordance with the State Standard of professional higher education and the Professional Standards of the computer designer and designer of visual advertising:

- Students, who successfully completed a Bachelor's study programme, receive a bachelor's degree in design, and qualification of computer designer or designer of visual advertising. Academic and professional training enables them study to obtain master's degree in universities in Latvia and abroad. (A sample of the diploma, see the appendix № 2)

10. Accounting for academic staff involved in the implementation of study direction, skills and responsibilities, including those parts of study programmes, where each teacher is involved. 
Bachelor's programme is realized both by teachers of higher education and practitioners (designers, artists, typographers, advertising experts). In the implementation of the Bachelor’s study programme 14 teachers are involved, of whom 8 doctors (57.1 %).

      The research work of teachers is based on issues of study courses on the one hand, the fields of work of the higher school on the other hand and the personal scientific interests – on the third one.
      The results of the study are discussed with the students in the appropriate sections of the course.

       Based on the research interests of faculty, students make reports at seminars and conferences in the group; choose a theme and undergraduate course work.

       Research work of students begins with the first course. Its results are summarized in three course works undergraduate papers (Bachelor's programme).

       Student research topics are related to the problems of the subject, the fields of the higher school and personal interests of students.

        According to research conducted weekly, there is group counseling on the subject of the study, at the same time every week individual issues are discussed related to the implementation of the course and bachelor’s work.

         According to the materials of bachelor's work, students prepare an article for publication; the materials are discussed at conferences.
Research is regulated by "Regulations on academic and professional practice" adopted at the meeting of the Senate of February 6, 2008

16. The goals and objectives of the study programme.

The goal of the study programme:

To provide the 5th level of professional qualifications in preparing students for the Bachelor programme "Visual art" in accordance with professional functions and tasks on the basis of professional standards of the Republic of Latvia and the European Union.
To encourage students to obtain knowledge, professional skills, competencies required for effective professional performance and competitiveness in the market of services, as well as to continue education, personal development and respect for the rules of professional ethics.

The Education Bachelor’s degree study programme is organised according to the Law on Education, the Law on Higher Education Establishments of the Republic of Latvia, the State standard for the second level higher professional education and the Standards of the profession of computer designer and designer of visual advertising as well as other normative acts. 

The objectives of the study programme.

1. To develop cognitive, educational and professional motivation and motivation of personal development.

2. To ensure the development of knowledge in the basic theoretical courses.

3. To develop educational, research and professional skills.

4. Develop the ability to analyze, organize, and use theoretical and practical information, compare and critically evaluate a variety of different theories and visual materials.

5. To develop the skills to deal with professional tasks and to accomplish educational study tasks, analyze the educational and professional goals, their progress and results.

6. To develop professional competence in research, professional, social, communicative and personal spheres.     
      The professional programme focuses on the integration of academic aspects of education and practical work, on the integration of object-oriented and research work, on the integration of object and project approaches.

· Ability to create small-scale animation works 

· Ability to produce design-related objects in 3D format for a client 

· Ability to use technical systems of visualization (video cameras, digital cameras, computerized software ...) for the completion of a commission

· Ability to organize exhibitions, displays, presentations considering specifics of exhibits, available space, audience and a client 

· Ability to view a commission as a whole product -  ability to construct financial estimates, list necessary materials, types of work and deadlines 
· Understanding and using the principles of professional ethics, the ability to efficiently and responsibly interact with co-workers, in the professional community, with customers and the public, the ability to assess the effect of one's professional activities on them.

· Ability to develop in the course of their professional activities necessary for this work quality and techniques to continue further education, take care of your professional and personal growth.

The results obtained in the framework of the professional BA programme in design knowledge, skills and competences of the 6th level of EKI (European qualification infrastructure) (see Description of the six EKI levels of knowledge, skills and competences. Regulations of the Cabinet of Ministers № 931 of October 5, 2010 (the minutes № 51, § 16) Changes in the regulations of the Cabinet of Ministers № 990 "Regulations on the classification of Latvian education" on December 2, 2008).

The following things assist to the development of academic and professional knowledge and skills:

· Both subject and project forms of organisation of studies;

· Active methods of implementation of subject content;

· Immediate feedback to students based on the results and analysis of their work;

· Business partnership with the students;

· Methodological and technical support of the educational process.

19. Changes of the structure of the study programme within the framework of self-assessment period.

     There have not been changes in the volume of the study programme and study duration.

The amount of certain training courses has changed as well as their distribution per semester.

· Some of the changes have been made to award the qualification of designer of visual advertising. The programme includes the following courses: “Branding”, „Marketing”, “Theory and practice of advertising”, “Advertising in internet, TV, press and radio”, “Technologies of audiovisual communication”, “Principles of project management”.
· Such courses are combined: Composition and Colouristics, Drawing and Painting, Typography and Modelling, History and theory of art and of design.
It should be noted that changes in the program are made to streamline the curriculum, to strengthen the logic of professionalism and continuity of educational material and they do not violate the general structure of the program, and do not account for 20% of its volume.

21. The content, volume and structure of the Bachelor’s study programme, the division of time for the acquisition thereof.

Logic of the study course assessment is determined by the main content directions of professional training. 
Programme content: 

General education study courses– 20 CP (30 ECTS)

Studying General education courses students acquire the subjects necessary for designer professional activities such as foreign language, philosophy, methodology of scientific research, principles of visual culture, principles of selfpresentation art, introduction into business activities and copyright. These courses develop social and communicative basic skills, increase general education preparation sphere, and help students develop inner-subject relations.    

Field theoretical basic courses – 36 credit points (54 ECTS)

This section consists of ten basic study courses (introduction into speciality, history and theory of art, branding, composition and colouristics, verbal and non-verbal communication, marketing, computer graphics, mathematical statistics, semantics of image research, theory and practice of advertising). The aim of these courses is to form essential and necessary professional knowledge that will be the basis of student’s professional work.

Field professional specialisation courses – 60 credit points (90 ECTS)

Professional specialisation courses – drawing and painting, advertising in internet, TV, press and radio, photography, principles of video art, graphic programmes, psychology of advertising and design, typography and modelling, technologies of audiovisual communication, principles of project management, research work (term paper). Courses form the basis of students’ skills and abilities, which are the foundation for further specialization.

Elective courses – 6 credit points (9 ECTS)

A relatively large number of study courses, which helps students focus their specialisation or prepare for work in a specific area of interest (Art System Design Theory, Repro Process, Visual Advertisement, Principles of Art Therapy, Psychology of Interaction, Labour Psychology, Management Psychology). This group of subjects is the most mobile and subject to change as it is largely dependent on changing demand of the labour market and/or requirements of specific tasks. 

Study courses are divided by semester so as to be continuous logical connection between the various competence of learning (computer science, art, culture etc.). 

Study and professional practices – 26 credit points (39 ECTS)

Study programme provides five different types of practice and qualification work with 26 credit points respectively. 

1. Information research practice – the first practice, which students go through in initial stages of their devoted to methods of finding, analysing and procession information necessary in the study process. 

2. Visual art practice - pleinair – the so-called „green” practice allows students to master depicting landscapes/objects on location using different techniques – drawing, painting, photographing. In order to maximize the wealth of colour and texture the Higher School organizes practice in different seasons, after students perform their works in the exhibitions.  

3. Advertising practice - develops skills and abilities how to provide information on goods and services to a potential consumer  using the most effective methods and techniques.
4. Practice of organizing exhibitions introduces students to the organization of the action or event (exhibition, students’ party, concert, competition etc.) and promotion principles in practice.

5. Professional practice: concrete clients’ orders. This practice can be realized in two ways:

a) Students in group or individually carry out work in the Higher School under the supervision of a lecturer;

b) Students – starting with the third study year – work in companies as trainees, which the Higher Schools has signed agreements on student practices with.

6. Qualification work – test work certifying professional competence in the chosen field.

Final tests – 12 credit points (18 ECTS)
· Development and defence of Bachelor’s thesis 

· Qualification exams.

22. Study programme’s organisation.

      The total duration of full-time study programme is 4 years (8 semesters) and part-time study programme is 5 years (10 semesters). 

Volume of the study programme – 160 credit points (240 ECTS)

The volume of the contact form of the full-time training is up to 50% of training time. Classes for part-time courses are held on the second Saturday of the month.

The students are supplied with necessary aids for study activities (study materials and books, computers, photo and audio-video techniques).

The study programme is conducted by academic staff with scientific qualifications, as well as experts with great practical professional work experience.  

      The study process is organised according to normative documents of the Republic of Latvia, the Constitution of IHSPP, as well as study regulated documents accepted by The Senate of IHSPP.

23. Requirements for admission to the programme
      According to the Regulations of Selection and Rules of Matriculation (ratificated IHSPP Senate) person with secondary education gives the right to enter higher school. Applicants should submit results of centralised exams (CE) (Latvian language and foreign language with performance levels A to E).  These conditions apply to the persons who have received the diploma of secondary education in Latvia after 2004.

24. Practical implementation of the study programme of IHSPP (study methods and forms, the use of distance learning)

     In the educational process the following forms and methods of training are used such as lectures, seminars, workshops, practice, individual and group projects, videos, presentations of the results of independent research and practical work of students, etc.

      Some subjects ("Marketing ", " Techniques of creativity development"," “Mechanisms of lateral thinking") are taught in English.
In the course of study programme implementation methods and forms are continuously improved, study forms, that allow students to learn the best professional skills and abilities are looking for. On the implementation of the programme particular attention is paid not only on the traditional lectures and seminars, but also on practical work. Students’ work in practice is being developed constantly. Most attention is given not only to the work of technical performance and technology, but also to the content side. During the drawing and painting classes students don’t work on some details, but a thematic work. 

Upon receipt of instruction given the students work more independently and during contact hours there are work analysis and correction. In addition, the whole group of students is involved in work’s analysis, not only the lecturer gives comments on the student’s work, but also other members of the group, in common together they try to find the best way of problem’s solution. Similarly we try to stimulate the students’ motivation. About the executed tasks students are given not only grades, but also present exhibit at the Higher School context.

       A number of teachers, organizing the project work of students within their courses, associate it with the study of the features of the labour market, introduce students to the profession, work experience of the School graduates. Performing a task on the project, students conducted interviews with the School alumni, analyzed the documentary material on their life and career path development in the profession.
Valuable experience with graduates allowed students to better navigate the specifics of their future careers.
Important steps in learning and independent practice are student conferences, which take place three times a year and make a total of six weeks, along with other forms of work. For example, in 2010/2011 academic year, the following conferences took place:

· "From project to the profession" (September)

· The Subject - "Pilot Project" (February)

· "The Energy of a project work (June)

According to the traditional schedule the following conferences were held in 2011/2012 academic. Year:

· "Learning to do projects" (September)

· "3D Format: knowledge, skills, competencies" (February)

· "Profession as a way of life" (June)

At the conferences teachers and students present their findings. In addition to sharing experiences, students develop the skills of public presentation. So a compendium of the projects developed by the students and guided by the teachers is made. The best authors received awards and recognitions.

The enhance of students learning motivation and cognitive activity takes place due to their participation in extracurricular forms of work (competitions, teleconferences, exhibitions etc.).
     There were also used such forms of work as methodological seminars (discussion), which aroused great interest of students and teachers and showed good results.
Thus, in the 2011/2012 academic year there have been three following seminars (discussion):

· "Education and development of personality" (October)

· "Education and the Labour Market" (November)
· "Education and life values" (December)
Discussion of such really modern and professionally important for student’s 
questions helped to increase their understanding of the potential of their practical activity in the market conditions, employment practices, the formation of professional positions, etc. In addition, they developed a number of training skills (acquired experience in debate, public speaking, business communication).

25. Grading system (education criteria and evaluation methods for the achievement and assessment of learning outcomes, forms and procedures for inspection).
25.1. Criteria for assessing the knowledge of students.

· Regularity of attendance and active work in the classroom;

· Reading required literature, working with scientific periodicals, including in a foreign language, the ability to analyze information;

· Use of electronic information databases;

· Volume of independently mastered training material, creative approach to the assignment;

· The use of learning material in practice;

· Aesthetically interesting and scientifically correct presentation of the material;

25.2. Criteria for evaluation of research and practical work of students.
In the research and practical work students are aimed at the knowledge obtained, generated skills in the management of research, remedial work, such as:

· Accuracy of definition of the goals and objectives of the study, practice;
· Choice of appropriate methods of research, analysis, correction;

· Ethical conduct of designers;

· Justification of conclusions; 

· Ability to present their results to the group.

25.3. Evaluation and analysis of the results in the monitoring process.
The evaluation system for each school subject, check types are specified in the course description. Each course provides for implementation of the fixed requirements to which the teacher introduces students on the first class, with specified deadlines.
Requirements for passing tests and examinations are consistent with the purpose and specificity of training courses:

· Exams and differentiated tests are conducted orally, in writing or in a combined form;

· Intermediate control (once a month) is a specially designed rapid method;

· Students perform creative tasks (project work);

· They defend their individual and collective projects;

· Students prepare tests based on basic books and problematic issues for the qualification exam, articles based on the qualification and undergraduate work;

· Students criticize research of fellow students and make their own self-analysis of work;

· They are tested in the native and foreign language, computer science, the level of cultural knowledge and skills to work with databases are defined;

· During the practice a consultant fills the schemes of analysis.
After graduation, students:

· Pass the qualifying examination;

· Defend qualification work;

· Defend their bachelor's work.

In general, it can be noted that the university developed an adequate system of objective evaluation of the knowledge and skills of students.

29.3. The total number of the Bachelor’s graduates.

Since 2010 till now the present bachelor’s programme was mastered and degrees were received by 17 people (in the 2010/2011 academic year - 11 in 2011/2012 academic year - 6 people).

30. Bachelor’s student questionnaires and their analysis.

       There are regularly conducted surveys of students to determine their motivation to learn, the opinion of the educational process, the possibility of more effective training and student life, etc.
      In the survey, held in 2011-2012 academic year, the students expressed their opinions about the organization and content of the educational process, the various aspects of educational and organizational work, the level of teaching, the psychological atmosphere in the university, various activities outside the classroom.

      Questioning revealed that the majority of students (95%) are satisfied with the chosen institution, the content of the training program, 93% - with the professionalism of teachers. According to the feedback from students, teachers seem to be interesting for them as clever conversationalists, lecturers, practitioners. The most successful and effective forms of work in the higher school considered by students are the practice (83%), lectures - (67%), conducting research - of course work (42%) and independent work. 87.4% of the students are completely satisfied with the relationship in the group, more than 70% - with the psychological atmosphere in higher school (conferences, competitions, exhibitions, clubs, parties). About 67% of respondents believe that during this academic year they have changed for the better. According to them, this is manifested in the ability to communicate better, to increase creativity, level of self-esteem. Half of the respondents said that this year they had been developing professional skills in relation to scientific work, about 46% of the respondents raised the general level of creativity.

31. Bachelor’s graduate questionnaires and their analysis.

        Results of the survey of graduates show that many of them work in the specialty in Software development companies, publishing agencies, PR agencies, advertising agencies, design studios and in business. Some respondents completed the post-bachelor and master's programmes, work independently.
Graduates noted that training in IHSPP contributed to their personal development, increased learning motivation and responsibility for their work, self-reliance.
All respondents are satisfied with their profession.
Graduates improve their skills by obtaining a master's degree, attending courses and seminars.

32. Students' participation in the improvement of the study process.

        The administrators of the department and Student Council pay a great deal of attention to student involvement in the study process.

      The programme adheres to democratic principles. 

       Teachers and students of IHSPP are members of the Senate, the Constitutional Assembly, the Duma of the faculty and other committees involved in the implementation of the educational process and the evaluation of results. On February 6, 2008 at a meeting the Senate of IHSPP adopted "Regulation on Principles and ways of the educational process," in which one of the key principles is to create a positive learning environment, as well as the principle of the creation of relationships between students, teachers and administrators.

       In the beginning of every term, informative meetings take place, during these meetings students get information about the study content and specifics in the actual period, about topical questions of the research project work and practice.

At the meeting on February 5, 2003 the Senate approved the regulations of examination of   student offers.

A system of the survey of students has been made, which allows them to freely express their opinions on the quality of teaching and learning.

Students have the opportunity to make suggestions or discuss problems encountered in individual or group meetings with the rector and president.

The questions asked by students are analyzed at the weekly meetings with the administration.

8. ZIŅAS PAR AUGSTĀKĀS IZGLĪTĪBAS SISTĒMU VALSTĪ:

Lai iegūtu tiesības iestāties augstskolā/koledžā, jāiegūst vidējā izglītība. Vidējās izglītības pakāpē ir divu veidu programmas – vispārējās vidējās un profesionālās vidējās izglītības programmas. Reflektantus uzņem augstskolā vai koledžā saskaņā ar vispārīgajiem augstskolas/koledžas uzņemšanas noteikumiem. Augstskolas un koledžas var noteikt arī specifiskas uzņemšanas prasības (piemēram, noteikt, kādi mācību priekšmeti jāapgūst vidusskolā, lai varētu iestāties konkrētajā augstskolā/koledžā attiecīgās studiju programmas apguvei).
Augstākās izglītības sistēma ietver akadēmisko augstāko izglītību un profesionālo augstāko izglītību. Bakalaura un maģistra grādi pastāv gan akadēmiskajā, gan profesionālajā augstākajā izglītībā.

Bakalaura profesionālās studiju programmas nodrošina profesionālo kompetenci, šo programmu apjoms ir vismaz 160 KP (240 ECTS) – vispārizglītojošie kursi >20 KP (30 ECTS), nozares teorētiskie pamati >36 KP (54 ECTS), profesionālā specializācija >60 KP (90 ECTS), izvēles kursi >6 KP (9 ECTS), prakse >26 KP (39 ECTS), valsts pārbaudījums, tai skaitā noslēguma darbs >12 KP (18 ECTS).

Maģistra profesionālo studiju programmu apjoms ir ne mazāk kā 40 KP (60 ECTS) – jaunākie sasniegumi nozarē, teorijā un praksē >7 KP (10,5 ECTS), prakse >6 KP (9 ECTS), valsts pārbaudījums, tai skaitā noslēguma darbs > 20 KP (30 ECTS), kā arī pētniecības, projektēšanas, vadības, psiholoģijas un citi kursi.

Abu veidu bakalaura grādu ieguvējiem ir tiesības stāties maģistrantūrā, bet maģistra grādu ieguvējiem – doktorantūrā. Promocijas darbu var izstrādāt triju līdz četru gadu laikā doktorantūras studiju ietvaros augstskolā vai arī pēc atbilstoša apjoma patstāvīgu pētījumu veikšanas. Promocijas darbs var būt disertācija, tematiski vienota anonīmi recenzētu publikāciju kopa vai monogrāfija. Doktora grādu piešķir promocijas padome. 8. Information on the national higher education system:

The secondary education is required for the admission to studies in a university/college. All holders of certificates and diplomas the general secondary education or vocational secondary education meet the general admission requirements. However, the universities/colleges are free to set specific admission requirements e.g. additional subjects that had to be taken at the school level to quality for admission to a particular programme.

Bachelor (bakalaurs) and master (maģistrs) degrees are awarded in both, in academic and professional higher education programmes.

The objectives of academic higher education (HE) are to prepare graduates for an independent research, as well as to provide theoretical background for professional activities.

Academic programmes, leading to a bachelor degree, comprise 120 – 160 credits1: compulsory part – > 50 (75 ECTS) credits, electives >20 (30 ECTS) credits, thesis >10 (15 ECTS) credits, and the rest is left for students as free choice. Duration of full-time studies is 6 – 8 semesters.

Academic programmes, leading to a master degree, comprise 80 (120 ECTS) credits, of which > 20 (30 ECTS) credits are allocated for thesis, compulsory part of the programme includes theoretical aspects of the specific field of scientific discipline > 30 (45 ECTS) credits and their practical application in solving of actual problems >15 (22,5 ECTS) credits.

Academic education programmes are implemented according to the state standard of academic education.

Higher education (HE)
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The objectives of professional HE are to provide in-depth knowledge in a particular field, preparing graduates for desing or improvement of systems, products and technologies, as well as to prepare them for creative, research and teaching activities in this field.

Professional HE programmes, leading to a professional bachelor degree, are designed to ensure professional competence, they comprise at least 160 (240 ECTS) credits and they consist of: general courses >20 (30 ECTS) credits, theoretical courses of the chosen field >36 (54 ECTS) credits, specialization courses >60 (90 ECTS) credits, optional courses >6 (9 ECTS) credits, practical placement >26 (39 ECTS) credits, and state examinations including thesis >12 (18 ECTS) credits.

Professional HE programmes, leading to a professional master degree, comprise no less than 40 (60 ECTS) credits: up-to-date achievements in the field – in theory and in practice >7 (10,5 ECTS) credits, practical placements >6 (9 ECTS) credits, state examinations including thesis >20 (30 ECTS) credits as well as research training, courses of design, management, psychology etc.

Graduates of both types of the bachelor degree have access to master studies, graduates of the master degree – to doctoral studies.

Studies in medicine, dentistry and pharmacy professional studies (5 and 6 year studies), are equal to the master degree and the graduates can continue their studies in doctoral level programmes.

Apart from the programmes, leading to bachelor and master degrees, there are other types of professional higher education programmes.

• first-level professional HE (university college) programmes comprise 80–120 (120–180 ECTS) credits and lead to the 4th level professional qualification. These programmes are targeted mainly to the labour market. Yet, the graduates of the first-level programmes can continue their studies in second-level professional programmes.

• second-level professional HE programmes lead to the 5th level professional qualification. Such programmes can comprise either at least 40 (60 ECTS) credits for holders of the bachelor degree or at least 160 (240 ECTS) credits for secondary school leavers. In both cases programmes should include a practical placement of at least 26 (39 ECTS) credits and graduation examinations including thesis >10 (15 ECTS) credits. Graduates of programmes including the 70 (105 ECTS) credits compulsory part of the bachelor programme, have access to master studies.

Doctoral studies
From January 1, 2000 a single type of doctoral (doktors) degree is being awarded in Latvia. The degree of master is required for admission to doctoral studies. Doctoral degree is awarded after public defence of doctoral thesis and successfully passed exams in the chosen scientific discipline. The doctoral thesis has to include original results of the research and new cognitions in the scientific discipline and may be a result of three to four years of doctoral studies at a higher education institution or an equivalent amount of independent research. The doctoral thesis may be a dissertation, assemblage of topically single peer reviewed publications or monograph. The rights to award the doctoral degree are delegated by decision of the Cabinet of Ministers to promotion councils established at the universities. The procedure for awarding the doctoral degree is controlled by the Commission of the Scientific Qualification.
